2. On one side of the motorcycle, remove the upper and lower stock
screws from the stock light bar bracket. The required tool may vary
depending on year of motorcycle. Figure 3. (3/16” Hex)

There is a slight possibility that after stock screws are
removed the decorative stainless steel surround under the

light bar bracket may become misaligned. When installing
the supplied screws, DO NOT CROSS THREAD SCREWS.
