2. On one side of the motorcycle, remove the lower and upper stock
screws from the fork cover. The Vertical Bracket will come off. THIS
STOCK BRACKET IS RE-USED. THE SCREWS ARE NOT RE-USED.

Step three requires you realign the front and back surround
A carefully over the hole before starting the screw. Take care to

6. Tighten all upper and lower Screws to 180 INCH POUNDS (21 Nm)
(15 ft-lbs). Figure 7. (Torque Wrench, 5/32” Hex Wrench.)

7.To install the windshield refer to the booklet packaged with the
SwitchBlade windshield. Install the shield. Make sure all components line

up.

8. Cycle the shield through the mount and dismount 5 times. Retighten
the Nuts to 180 INCH POUNDS (21 Nm) (15 ft-Ibs).
